Overview of the Sourcing Simulator - Student Version

The Sourcing Simulator is an interactive software tool that will provide the capability to simulate retailing scenarios for a line of seasonal and basic consumer products.  The software allows the student to evaluate the impact of various retail operating practices under different operating scenarios including varying the product assortments, lead times, cost, consumer demand, markdowns and replenishment strategies.

It is designed to run on Windows 98/NT/2000/XP based systems with MADC (Microsoft Access Data Component) and will install from the CD if needed. The Sourcing Simulator requires approximately 10 MB of hard drive space. Before installing the software, it is recommended to close all applications running under windows to reduce the chance of conflict. To install the Simulator on your PC, place the CD in your CD drive. From the ‘Start’ button select ‘Run’. In the Run window type D: or E:\setup and press return or click on the OK button. Follow the on-screen instructions to complete the installation. 

To start the Sourcing Simulator, select ‘Start’- ‘Programs’- ‘Sourcing Simulator’. The Sourcing Simulator contains detailed help on how to run the software as well as tutorials. While running the program, help can be accessed by selecting ‘Contents’ from the Help pull down menu. For topic specific help, you can either select ‘Search for Help on…’ from the Help pull-down menu or by clicking on a text box and pressing F1.
